To checkout and download you need...

e Avalid library card

e Wireless Connection**

e An Amazon Account

e A computer with Internet

You can borrow Kindle books from the Wisconsin Public Library Consortium’s Overdrive web-site and, with the click of a
button, have them delivered to your Kindle device or free reading app.

If you have a Kindle Fire, you can perform all the steps on the your Kindle Fire. After you click “Get Library Book”, turn your
Kindle Fire off and back on, and it should appear on your book-shelf.

Instructions:
Visit http://dbooks.wplc.info and log into “My account,” using “InfoSoup Libraries,” your library card number and pin number.
1. Check out a Kindle book. (Advanced search lets you narrow down the format to Kindle books only.)

2. If abook is available, click on “Add to My Cart.” (If a book is not available, you can put it on hold and will be notified by
email when its available.)

3. Click “Proceed to Checkout,” then “Confirm Checkout.”

4. Click "Get for Kindle." You will then be directed to Amazon.com to redeem your public library loan. You will be required
to login to your Amazon.com account , if you're not already logged in.

5. Choose to read the book on your Kindle device, free reading app, or Kindle Cloud Reader.

6. In your Amazon.com account, click “Get Library Book.” If you have a Wi-Fi connection, it will deliver it automatically. If
trying to send to a Kindle device and do not have an active Wi-Fi connection, you may instead choose to load your li-
brary book via USB.

**Note: Public library books require an active Wi-Fi connection for wireless delivery to a Kindle device. Library books will not
be delivered via your Kindle's 3G connection. If trying to send to a Kindle device and do not have an active Wi-Fi connec-
tion, you may instead choose to load your library book via USB. Both Mac and Windows users can manage Kindle content
through a USB connection. To load via a USB cord on your Windows computer:

1. Click “Download Now”

2. Save the File

3. Find the file on your computer, right click on the file name and click “copy”

4. Go to “My computer” or “Computer” and click on Kindle.

5. Open “Documents” on your Kindle.

6. Right click and “paste”

7. Safely disconnect your Kindle, and enjoy your book.
